Fresh Pick Recipe
APPLE AND CARROT SAUTE

+ 1% Tbsp olive oil

+ "4 ¢ onion (small dice)

+ /2 ¢ celery (sliced thin)

* 2 c carrots (1” slices)

* 1 ¢ plus 2 Thsp water (divided)
+ 1% c apples (unpeeled/tart/large dice)
* 1 Tbsp honey

* 2 Thsp orange juice

* 1 Thsp comstarch

+ salt and pepper to taste

* 2 Thsp parsley (sliced)

1. Prepare ingredients as directed.

2. In medium saucepan sauté onions and
celery in the olive oil for 2 minutes until
tender.

3.Add 1 C water and the carrots to the
pan and simmer until carrots are crisp
but tender.

4. Drain any remaining water. Add apples,
honey and orange juice to the carrots
and sauté for 5 minutes.

5. Combine the cornstarch with the
remaining 2 T water and add to the pan.
